At a recent district meeting, we were reminded that the last words John Wesley 
shared with the lay preachers going to America were “Offer Them Christ.”  Then 
we were asked to reflect on these two questions: 1) In the last 24 hours have you 
“offered Christ” to someone? and 2) Before this day is over, how will you “offer 
Christ”?  
 
 
“Offer Them Christ” is something we should doing as individuals, as well as a 
church.  How are we doing?  The short answer is: POORLY.  We have became 
too content with the status quo; too content to sit in the pew to be entertained - 
for no more than 59 minutes; too content to judge others appearance, because 
they don’t look like us; too content to let the pastor and church leadership do it 
all.  
 
 
In order to make disciples, we need to step out of our comfort zone, perhaps 
even consider ministry outside the box.  As I so often say, “You can’t keep Jesus 
inside the four walls of this church building.”  “Offer them Christ” takes on many 
forms of reaching out and doing ministry. 
We cannot wait for them to come to us.  Sometimes you have to meet people 
where they are.  Let’s face it, that scares us to death!! 
 
 
I want to challenge all of us to spend time in prayer and reflection on the two 
questions above. 
If we take them seriously and begin to reach out to people we will grow 
spiritually and our church will grow spiritually and physically.  And, we will 
accomplish the goal –
